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Who Are Gladedale?

Based in Epsom, Surrey, Gladedale are the UK’s largest
privately owned housebuilder and have sites located
across the country. Gladedale have been actively
involved in the Hastings area for a number of years
and their developments include the Harrow
Lane Caravan Park in 2005, conversion of the
listed convent in 2007 and redevelopment

of the Hastings College site adjacent to
SNC MANAGEMENT Hastings railway station (see photos).
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The masterplan has been amended to take account of
earlier comments and concerns:

= Play area relocated from Eldridge Way

= Additional new planting adjacent to Francis Bird Place
= Removal of play area in Harrow Lane Playing Field

= Creation of wildlife corridor and safeguarded areas on southern and eastern boundaries of the site
= Revised siting and layout of houses in southern and eastern parts of the site

= Greater variation in road widths and additional traffic calming features

= Additional planting on site boundaries

= Changes to parking layout and circulation space with reduction in paved areas

= Revised sustainable drainage proposals to incorporate new habitats

= Provision of environmental play area as part of Site of Nature Conservation Importance (SNCI)
= Revised location for renovated listed statue of Queen Anne
= Detailed Management Plan for SNCI to be prepared
